Main Street Renewal

Did you know?

There are many steps required to replace a watermain while maintaining potable water service
to all users. The first step is to install temporary overland water services to avoid major
disruptions. The next step is to isolate the watermain section to be replaced from the rest of
the system. Watermains are typically inter-connected at street intersections. To isolate the
section to be replaced, the watermain needs to be cut at each intersection. This is called a cut-
and-cap.

To do a cut-and-cap, the watermain is shut down, the pipe is cut twice, a small section is
removed and, the two ends of the pipe are capped. Pieces of wood are added between the two
caps to help keep the caps secure after the main is pressurized again. A valve is installed on the
pressurized side of the capping to supply the overland hoses with water. This cut and cap is
done at each intersection until the section of watermain to be replaced is isolated from the rest
of the network. That explains why you will see the construction crew excavate a hole at each
intersection and water service being interrupted for approximately 4 hours per street. While
these excavations may appear random, they are part of a comprehensive plan to minimize
disruptions to your water service.
